A cooling coil is localed behind the rear wall of the freezer
section (in top mount, bottom mount and freezer models)
and behind the crisper in the all-refrigerator models.

This coil cools and removes moisture from the air inside.

If the door is opened
frequently, a light frosfing will occasionally occur on the
freezer's interior. This is normal and will clear after a few
days. If the freezer door is accidentally kept open, a heavy
frost will coat the inside walls and should be removed.

Your new relrigerator uses a high-speed compressor,

along with other energy-efficient components, which may
make unusual sounds. These sounds simply indicate your
refrigerator is working how it should. They include:
Compressor running noises;

Air movement noise from the small fan motor;

A gurgling sound, similar lo waler boiling;

A popping noise, heard during automatic defrosting;
and

A clicking noise, prior lo compressor startup.

DOCR STORAGE BINS

The top mount models, bottom mount freezer model and all
refrigerator models are fitted with deor storage bins, These
bins adjust to meet different storage needs. All the door
bins are completely removable for cleaning. If you want io
remove or adjust a bin, lift it over the support lugs on the
inner door panel. To replace, push the bin down over the
support lugs to lock it in place.

DAIRY COMPARTMENT

Use the dairy compartment to store foods like butier,
margarine and cheeses. The compartment is slightly warmer
than the rest of the refrigerator compartment, while the lid
provides protection against odours.

DELI BIN (WHERE HTTED)

Use the deli bin fo store foads like smallgoods, fresh or
cocked meal and cheese, or as an addilional erisper. The
bin will help prevent strong food odours from creeping into
the rest of the refrigerator. To remove the deli bin, pull it
forward, then lift it up and pull it further forward.

CRISPER BIN
Use the crisper bin lo store vegelables, fruit or smallgoods.

BEFORE CALLING FOR SERVICE

Often, service calls can be avoided!

If you feel refrigerator-freezer is not operating properly, check these possible
causes FIRST:

CLEANING THE EVAPORATION TRAY(Where Fitted)

This tray should be cleaned regularly. Any dust which accumulates in the tray may
interfere with the proper functioning of the refrigerator.
1. Remove the grille

2. Draw out the evaporation tray and clean it with a soft cloth and mild detergent.
Replace the evaporation tray.

If the tray is not securely in place, defrost water may spill or the evaporation
process may be affected.

The door gasket(especially the bottom portion) is apt to be damaged due to spilled
milk, juice, etc..

To protect the gasket, be sure to wipe off any spilt liquid before it overflows from
the hollow in the bottom of the interior.

GENERAL INFORMATION

The front of the appliance will occasionally be warm to touch. This is normal and is

the action of hot refrigerant gas being used to prevent sweating around the freezer
and refrigerator doors.

Do not place foil or plastic sheet over the shelves because this prevents proper air
circulation.

Do not block or place bulky items over the air vents.

Vacation: During average length holidays you will probably find it best to leave the
rerfigerator-freezer operating. Place freezable items in freezer for longer life. When
you are going away for an extended period, follow these steps:

Remove all food . Switch off power point. Clean interior thoroughly. Leave
refrigerator and freezer doors OPEN to prevent the development of odouts.

Most power failures are corrected in an hour or two, and will not affect your
refrigerator-freezer temperatures. However, you should minimize the number of
door openings while the power is off, During power failures of longer duration, take

another location.

If you move — remove or securely fasten down all loose items inside the

Fresh food
requiring freezing should be packed in airtight containers with all excess air
removed. Plastic containers and freezer bags are available from your supermarket.
CHILLER/MEAT KEEPER(where fitted): All fresh meat and poultry should be
stored in plastic bags, wrap or foil. Chiller area may be used to quickly Chill other
foods or drinks prior to serving.

REFRIGERATOR: All food should be stored in covered containers.

CRISPER: Fruits and vegetables should be stored in plastic bags or wrap to
prevent moisture loss and maintain crispness.

ICE MAKING

To make ice cubes, fill the ice cube tray with water to slightly below the rim and
place it in the freezer.

HOW TO REMOVE ICE CUBES

When removing the ice cubes from the ice tray, grasp both sides of the tray and
twist as shown in the diagram.

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GENERAL CLEANING

It is important that your refrigerator be kept clean to prevent objectionable
odours.Spilled foods should be wiped up immediately, since many of them may
acidify and may stain plastic surfaces if allowed to settle.

Never use metallic scouring pads, brushes, coarse abrasive cleaners or strong
alkaline solutions on any surface.

WARNING:

Before you begin cleaning, however, remember that damp objects will stick or
adhere to extremely cold surfaces. Do not touch refrigerated surfaces with
wet,damp hands.

EXTERIOR — A lukewarm solution of mild soap or detergent will clean the durable
finish of your refrigerator-freezer. Wipe with a clean, damp cloth, then dry.

INTERIOR - Regular cleaning of the interior and interior parts is recommended. If
you have the Frost Free model which defrosts completely automatically, first, open
both doors and leave them open during the entire cleaning process. Disconnect
power supply and remove food and all compartment shelves, storage trays etc.
Wash entire freezer-refrigerator compartments with a baking soda solution(two
table spoons of baking soda to one litre of warm water). Rinse and dry.

INTERIOR PARTS — Wash compartment shelves, door shelves, storage pans etc.

with either the baking soda solution or a mild detergent and warm water.
Rinse and dry.

MAGNETIC DOOR GASKETS - Wash with a mild detergent and warm
water-rinse thoroughly and dry.

FINAL TOUCH - Replace ali parts and set Temperature Control for the desired
